The bills that carried over from FY07 and FY08 amounted to over $34,000 dollars and
were the responsibility of the former Town Treasurer. The budget preparations for FY08
were already in place under the previous Mayor.

We reviewed the budget as presented and made changes based on the numbers given
to us from the former Town Treasurer.

We are correcting these errors in the budget now! The budget is a working document
that can be adjusted at any given time!

I hope to indulge your patience and hope to have your support and understanding!

And also, please come out on February 25, 2009 at 7:30 pm for the candidates for the
upcoming Mayoral & Town Council Debate. The election will be held on March 11,
2009 at the Municipal Building during the hours of 11:00 am—8:00 pm.

Each month we will begin to include sections of the town’s town ordinance so that
residents will begin to familiarize themselves. We also will begin strict enforcement of
the Town of Forest Heights codes, violators can be fined up to $1000 for offenses. In
recent years we have been very relaxed in this area and our town shows it.

Join us in making Forest Heights the most beautiful municipality in Prince George
County.

Article 3, Section 3.5 Front and Side Yard: Fences and footings must be confined
within the property line, must not block or impede passage through any easement or
right of way and cannot be more than four(4) high.

Rear Yard: The rear yard of a property may be enclosed by a fence. Such a fence shall
not be erected beyond the front building line established by the Zoning Ordinance for
the Maryland-Washington Regional District in Prince George’s County, Maryland. A
rear yard fence or fence and wall combination shall not exceed six(6) feet in height.
County and Town Permits shall be obtained for all 6 foot fences.

Walls: Walls built to retain or support the lateral pressure of the earth or water or other
superimposed loads shall be designed and constructed of approved masonry, rein-
forced concrete, steel sheet piling or other approved material within the allowable
stress of accepted engineering practices.

A complete copy of the Forest Heights Ordinances may be obtained from the Town
Clerk at the Municipal Building.
